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Since the inception of Kaptai Hydro Electric Power Project, the issue of Tribal peoples’ existence, environement and sovreignity has been the focul point in Bangladesh. The mere eviction from homeland to economic interests and continuous growing of demographic changing made the issue more sensitive and at times rose as a reason for revolt and war. Anyway, the issue was simple in the beginning, i.e., the Power plant destroyed the habitat of the tribal people, and they lost their homes and farmyards. The means of survival and forms or life have been destroyed. So, dissatisfaction eventually turned up to anger and frustration. At the end resistance movement started, while during the 1980s the central Government started to use force in rehabilitating the local landless people. 

Now the Peace treaty is done, but problem remains as the rights and authority of the area and its people, along with other hilly or tribal people elsewhere in the Country. Since the demography is changing, land remains limited and squeezed to demand. So, conflicts inevitable, as the tribals do not have written paper whatsoever. The culture is such that the whole hilly areas belong to hilly people that are twenty or more tribes. So, Consititutionally problems derive as to buying, selling, and holding land properties. Conflicts began and continued. 

Now the question is coming whether, they are ethnically Aborigine, Bengali synonym ‘Adivasi’ or not. Let’s see the definition first.  Ab`o`rig´i`nes    (~rij´i`nez) n. pl. The earliest known inhabitants of a country; native races. Aborigine (originated from Latin ab origine, meaning "from the origin or beginning") refers in a general sense to: Indigenous peoples, Displaced peoples with a prior or historical ownership of a land, and who maintain (at least in part) their distinct traditions and association with the land, and are differentiated in some way from the surrounding populations and dominant nation-state culture and governance. 

Or, aborigine: 
Any indigenous inhabitant of a region or country. The word often refers to the original peoples of areas colonized by Europeans, and especially to Australian Aborigines, or Red Indians or other tribes in the Amazonian basin.
In every aborigines history there had been unlawful killing, and destruction and occupying forces to loot and grab their entity as a whole. Historically, our tribal people are migrants from other parts of the Himalayan mountain belts; some are from Burma, some from other parts of Indian hilly regions. 

Bengalees did not come here to evict them. Bengal is rich with history and ethnically no one questions unlike the Australian and Americans history. Bengalees never did any crimes against humanity, like other civilized countries did. Yet the issue of Aborigines comes up like a strange cloud. Our tribes lived in peace for generations and Bengalese lives their own live in peace side by side until the time of Kaptai hydro plant. 

The main conflicting issue is economic and socio. There is nothing here related cases like Australian and American aborigines. Bengalees are not racists, never was, and never will be, the guarantee is due to genetics. 
So, for the peace, tranquility, development and integrity of Bangladesh, proper strategic planning for equitable economic benefits and jobs should be ensured. Societies or tribes that are lagging behind in education and economy needed to be cared of with positive discrimination. Not the conflicting mode of discussions like aborigine and non-aborigine should be encouraged for sake of just society.
